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6.5  Harmonizing Guidelines (30 minutes) 
 
Guidelines provide a valuable tool to assure optimal care is provided. The recent revised ACOG 
guidelines from the US and the Ghanaian Safe Motherhood and Ministry of Health Guidelines (2007) 
are two examples.
